Volunteer Firefighter Duties 

Title:  Volunteer Firefighter 
 
Responsibilities:  To support the department in all activities including emergency response, training and other special 
activities.  Individual will also be required to attend monthly business meetings and training sessions. 
 
Time Required:  Individual will be expected to log a minimum of 36 hours of training per year as well as attend re-
quired meetings and special events.  Individual will also be required to respond to a minimum of 20% of all general 
alarms per year and complete Firefighter I and First Responder courses by the conclusion of their first year. 
 
Qualifications/Selection Criteria: 
• Minimum age of 18 by January 1, 2008 and have HS diploma or GED 
• Valid CO driver’s license 
• Documented US citizen 
• Live within the Evergreen Fire Protection District 
• Clean and neat appearance.  Beards will need to be shaved for purposes of using SCBA masks. 
• Good physical condition as determined by a medical doctor 
• Clean criminal history with no felony convictions 
• Be able to pass a physical agility test 
• Pass a panel interview 
 
Recommended Period of Commitment:  At least three years 
 
Benefits:  Fire training, Rec. Center membership, retirement pension and equipment /uniform allowance.
